If there are no further treatment options
available, your vet can help alleviate any concerns
you may have regarding the actual euthanasia
process. They can also discuss options for your
pet’s remains, such as having the ashes returned
to you.

You do the have the option of being present during
the procedure. If you are comfortable with that,
fine. If not, understand that you are not alone.
Many pet owners find being with their family
friend comforting, and many do not want their last
memories to be of that time. Your vet's office will
understand. It's never easy for us, and veterinarians
and veterinary staff strive to make this difficult
passing as easy and peaceful as possible.
